 Snowman Box:  basecoat DA Deep Mid-

night Blue; DA Lt. Buttermilk, DA Avocado, DA 

Crimson Tide, DA Sable Brown (or similar). 

 Butterfly Box:   basecoat DA Buttermilk 

and DA Blue Mist or Delta Salem Blue;  DA 

Hauser Dark & Light Greens, DA Lt. Buttermilk. 

 Smiley Face Box:  basecoat Delta Blue 

Jay; bright yellow and a shade color for yellow, 

black and white. 

 Christmas Bell & French Horn:   base-

coat dark blue or neutral tan color.  Colors for 

Morning Workshop  

brass or gold tones;  bows are shades of greens or reds. 

 Come for a good time painting with friends, and 

remember, sometime it is fun to paint assembly line 

style.  If details are not your thing, just offer to do the 

basecoating.  Our favors are always well received by 

those who run the Meals on Wheels organization, and I 

am sure they are appreciated by the recipients.
